Comprehension
	To establish an appreciation and love of reading and to gain knowledge across the curriculum children are encouraged to read fiction and non- fiction beyond those which they can read independently to develop knowledge of themselves and the world in which they live. They regularly listen to a novel read aloud by the class teacher.  

	
	 Through guided reading and reciprocal reading children will be taught to do following: 
Check the text makes sense, explain the meaning of words in context, ask questions to improve their understanding, draw inferences such as inferring characters’ feelings, thought and motives from their actions, justifying their inferences with evidence from the text, predicting what will happen from details stated and implied, identify the main ideas and summarise these and identify how language, structure and presentation contribute to meaning.  
Maintain positive attitudes to reading and understanding what they read by: 
Listening to and discussing a range of fiction, poetry, plays and non- fiction  
Summarising main ideas drawn from more than one paragraph and identifying key details which support this 
Exploring themes within and across texts e.g. loss, heroism, friendship 
Preparing poems and play scripts to read aloud and perform, showing understanding through intonation, tone, volume and action so the meaning is clear to an audience 
Making comparisons within a text e.g. characters’ viewpoints of same events 
Inferring characters feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions and justifying inferences 
Analysing the conventions of different types of writing e.g. use of first person in autobiographies and diaries 
Re-read and reads ahead to locate clues to support understanding 
Reading books and texts that are structured in different ways for a range of purposes 
Learning a wider range of poems by heart

Expressing preferences about a wider range of books including modern fiction, traditional stories and myths and legends
