The aim of this information report is to explain how we implement our SEND policy and how SEN support works in our school.

	1) What kind of special educational needs provision is available at Turvey Primary School?



	At Turvey Primary School, we value every child as an individual and we are fully inclusive.  We strive to ensure that all of our pupils receive a broad and balanced curriculum.  We are committed to offering an inclusive curriculum to ensure the best possible progress for all of our pupils whatever their needs and abilities. The school seeks to raise achievement by removing barriers to learning and increasing physical and curricular access for all.  All children with SEND are valued, respected and equal members of the school.
Our school currently provides additional and/or different provision for a range of needs, including: 

Communication and interaction, for example, autistic spectrum disorder, speech and language difficulties 

Cognition and learning, for example, dyslexia, dyspraxia,

Social, emotional and mental health difficulties, for example, attention deficit hyperactivity disorder (ADHD),  

Sensory and/or physical needs, for example, visual impairments, hearing impairments, processing difficulties, epilepsy  

	2) How do we identify children who may have Special Educational Needs?


	We are committed to early identification of SEN.  As a small rural primary school we have smaller than average class sizes.  The teachers have a good understanding of the children’s needs and abilities.  Accurate and regular monitoring of pupil progress takes place.   Class teachers meet with SENDco every half term to discuss any concerns.  We have a positive relationship with parents.  We have an open door policy and encourage parents to be actively involved in their child’s education.
If you have concerns about your child or think your child might have SEN, the first person you should tell is your child’s teacher.

We will meet with you to discuss your concerns and try to get a better understanding of what your child’s strengths and difficulties are.

Together we will decide what outcomes to seek for your child and agree on next steps

If we decide that your child needs SEN support, we will notify you and your child will be added to the school’s SEND register and a SEN support plan will be setup. 
We will assess each pupil’s current skills and levels of attainment on entry, which will build on previous settings and Key Stages, where appropriate. Class teachers will make regular assessments of progress for all pupils and identify those whose progress:

Is significantly slower than that of their peers starting from the same baseline

Fails to match or better the child’s previous rate of progress

Fails to close the attainment gap between the child and their peers

Widens the attainment gap 

This may include progress in areas other than attainment, for example, behaviour or social needs. 

Slow progress and low attainment will not automatically mean a pupil is recorded as having SEN.  

When deciding whether special educational provision is required, we will start with the desired outcomes, including the expected progress and attainment, and the views and the wishes of the pupil and their parents. We will use this to determine the support that is needed and whether we can provide it by adapting our core offer, or whether something different or additional is needed. 



	3) What provision is made for children with SEN; with and without an EHC Plan in respect of:
a) How does the school monitor the  effectiveness of the provision for children with SEN?


	As a small village school the staff know all of the children.  We monitor the progress of all children at formal pupil progress meetings .  These take place with the class teacher, head teacher and SENDco.  Staff produce a report outlining additional interventions. The effectiveness of these programmes are regularly reviewed.
We evaluate the effectiveness of the provision for children with SEN by:

Reviewing the individual progress of pupils with SEN

Reviewing the impact of strategies at least once per term

Annual reviews for pupils with an EHCP

Use of pupil and parental questionnaires

Monitoring by the SENCO 

SENCO to report back to the SEN governor



	b) What are the school’s arrangements for assessing and reviewing progress of children with SEN?


	We follow the graduated approach and the four-part cycle of assess, plan, do, review.  Assessment is ongoing and is collated at formal half termly pupil progress meetings.  The class teacher, Headteacher/SENDco and Assistant Head, attend these meetings.   A range of evidence is collected and discussed.  If this suggests a pupil is not making the expected progress this will be discussed with parents.  Following this, the class teacher will work with the SENCo in order to decide what additional provision is required.  This is reviewed regularly with the parents and the child.  SEN support plans are updated with pupils and parents at least once a term.
The graduated approach is a 4-part cycle of assess, plan, do, review. 








	c) What is the schools approach to teaching children with SEN?


	We are a fully inclusive school and strive to ensure that all pupils reach their full potential in all areas.  We value the contribution that every child makes to our school.  Teachers are responsible for the progress and development of all children in their class.  High quality first teaching is our first step to respond to the needs of all pupils.  Class teachers will differentiate learning according to need and will receive training, advice and support from the school SENCO.  Teaching assistants will work closely with teachers to support children with SEN.


	d) How does the school adapt the curriculum and learning environment for children with SEN?


	The curriculum and environment is adapted to meet the needs of the individual.  Lessons are differentiated to meet the needs of all of the children in the class. The progress of children is carefully monitored.  If sufficient progress is not made additional support and specific intervention programmes are given.  
Adaptations may include:

· Differentiating the curriculum to ensure all pupils are able to access it

· Ensuring the physical needs of pupils with disabilities are met

· Use of recommended aids such as coloured overlays, visual timetables, digital devices etc.

· Provision of an alternative curriculum for higher needs pupils.

· Agreed ‘safe’ spaces for children that require a workstation or time out of the classroom.



	e) What additional support is available for children with SEN?


	Additional support is carefully tailored to the needs of the individual.  Specific intervention programmes are provided to address additional needs.  For example: Fischer Literacy programme, Max’s marvellous maths, various emotional regulation/resilience programmes EG: Superkids, Dolch sight words, Drawing and talking therapy, Dynamo maths and Nessy reading & Spelling.  A personalised learning programme will also be provided.  This will be discussed with parents and outlined in a SEN support plan.

	f) What support is available for ensuring the emotional and social development of pupils with SEN?


	Some children will need additional support to manage their emotions or behaviour.  If a child is having difficulties, we have a wide range of strategies that we can use to support pupils.  Group intervention programmes are provided which include emotional, behavioural and social support.  These include programmes to raise self-esteem, to manage emotions, increase resilience and to control anger.  We also provide personalised programmes tailored to individual needs, this could include the use of regular sensory circuits.  With parental agreement, we work with external agencies to support the children and their families further.  We do not tolerate bullying, the anti-bullying policy can be viewed on the school website.

	g) How accessible is the school site?



	The school site is all on one level and is wheelchair accessible.

The school accessibility plan can be viewed on the information section of the school website under ‘policies’ – ‘equality’



	h) How does the school enable pupils with SEN to engage in activities available with children who do not have SEN?

	No pupil is ever excluded from taking part in an activity due to their SEN or disability.  
All clubs are available to all pupils, this includes before and after school club.  

We encourage all pupils to take part in sports day, special workshops, healthy living week activities and the residential visits in KS2.

	4. How does the school make sure the admissions process is fair for pupils with SEN or a disability?

	 Our admissions policy can be viewed in full on the information page of the school website.
All prospective pupils whose EHC plan names Turvey Primary will be admitted before any other places are allocated

	16. What support is in place for looked-after and previously looked-after children with SEN?

	The Headteacher is also the designated teacher for Looked After Children (LAC)
The designated teacher for LAC (who is also the SENCO) will make sure that all teachers understand how a looked-after or previously looked-after pupil’s circumstances and their SEN might interact, and what the implications are for teaching and learning.

Children who are looked-after or previously looked-after will be supported much in the same way as any other child who has SEND. However, looked-after pupils will also have a personal education plan (PEP). We will make sure that the PEP and any SEN support plans or EHC plans are consistent and complement one another.

	6) What specific expertise is available to children with SEN?


	All staff delivering intervention programmes have received appropriate training.  We adapt our support and training programme to meet the needs of the individuals in the school at any given time. The SENCO ensures staff are kept regularly updated.  The school has experience of supporting children with a wide range of needs including autism, ADHD, visual and hearing impairments, physical difficulties, learning difficulties and speech and language difficulties.
Should additional training/support be required the SENCO will liaise with other agencies to deliver this training.  In 2023 all classroom staff were trained in Team Teach (positive behaviour management).

	7) What specialist equipment and facilities are there for children with SEN?


	All intervention programmes are well resourced.  Additional resources are purchased according to need.  Advice from external professionals informs decisions regarding specialist equipment.  Current resources available include writing slopes, coloured overlays, specialist pencil grips, sensory aids (wobble cushions, fiddle toys).

	8) What arrangements are there for consulting and involving parents of children with SEN?


	The school recognises the importance of parental involvement and welcomes this.  Parents are actively encouraged to be involved in their children’s education.  We are committed to open and honest communication with parents, aiming to develop positive working relationships.  We will ensure that everyone understands the agreed outcomes sought for the child and that they are all clear on what the next steps are.  Termly meetings are held with parents to discuss progress and review support.  We also have regular informal discussions with parents and an open door policy where parents are welcomed.  


	9) What are the arrangements for consulting children with SEN and involving them in their education?


	All children are involved in their education.   Class teachers regularly discuss their progress and next steps.  The children with SEN are involved in updating their SEN support plans and they are invited to contribute to the annual review if they have an EHCP and will be supported to give their views and attend the meeting. 


	10) What are the arrangements for parents of children with SEN who may wish to complain about the provision?

	Parents who wish to complain are strongly encouraged to initially raise any concerns with the SENDco/Headteacher.  If the issue is not resolved at this level the parents would be directed to the schools complaint procedure which is available on the school website. 


	11) How does the school/governing body involve health, social services, LA Support Services, and others in meeting the needs of the children with SEN and supporting their families?

	The school works closely with external agencies to support the needs of children and their families.  We have an assigned educational psychologist and work with the Local Authority support services.  We also work with Camhs, Chums, health practitioners and speech therapists.

	12) What are the contact details of support services for the parents of children with SEN?


	At Turvey Primary we put the child and family needs at the heart of any plan for provision.  We would fully support families in gaining additional support from external agencies.  We would then work collaboratively with the families and these agencies to meet the needs of the child.  The SENDco and Headteacher would be able to discuss the various services available and would assist the families in obtaining support.  These include health services and schools nurse, referrals for occupational/physiotherapy, behavioural support services, child and adolescent mental health services and educational psychology.  The Bedford Borough ‘Local Offer’ has up to the minute information on services in the local area.  If you live in a different LA please check their local offer which is usually on the LA website.

	13) What are the school’s arrangements for supporting children with SEN in transferring between phases of education?

	Children are well supported when transferring to new schools.  The SENDco liaises directly with the SENDco of the new school to discuss the child’s needs and ensure a smooth transition.  Additional visits are arranged for the child/parents to visit the new school if required.  We also work with the child to ensure they feel fully prepared for the transition.  The SENDco then stays in contact with the new school to offer ongoing support during transition.   

	14) What support is available for me and my family?

	Glossary

Access arrangements – special arrangements to allow pupils with SEND to access assessments or exams
Annual review – an annual meeting to review the provision in a pupil’s EHC plan
Area of need – the 4 areas of need describe different types of needs a pupil with SEND can have. The 4 areas are communication and interaction; cognition and learning; physical and/or sensory; and social, emotional and mental health needs.
CAMHS – child and adolescent mental health services
Differentiation – when teachers adapt how they teach in response to a pupil’s needs
EHC needs assessment – the needs assessment is the first step on the way to securing an EHC plan. The local authority will do an assessment to decide whether a child needs an EHC plan.
EHC plan – an education, health and care plan is a legally-binding document that sets out a child’s needs and the provision that will be put in place to meet their needs.
First-tier tribunal/SEND tribunal – a court where you can appeal against the local authority’s decisions about EHC needs assessments or plans and against discrimination by a school or local authority due to SEND
Graduated approach – an approach to providing SEN support in which the school provides support in successive cycles of assessing the pupil’s needs, planning the provision, implementing the plan, and reviewing the impact of the action on the pupil
Intervention – a short-term, targeted approach to teaching a pupil with a specific outcome in mind 
Local offer – information provided by the local authority which explains what services and support are on offer for pupils with SEN in the local area
Outcome – target for improvement for pupils with SEND. These targets don't necessarily have to be related to academic attainment 
Reasonable adjustments – changes that the school must make to remove or reduce any disadvantages caused by a child’s disability  
SENCO – the special educational needs co-ordinator 
SEN – special educational needs
SEND – special educational needs and disabilities

SEND Code of Practice – the statutory guidance that schools must follow to support children with SEND

SEN information report – a report that schools must publish on their website, that explains how the school supports pupils with SEN

SEN support – special educational provision which meets the needs of pupils with SEN
Transition – when a pupil moves between years, phases, schools or institutions or life stages

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Review


We will assess how well the support we put in place helped the pupil to meet the outcomes we set. We will use our improved understanding of �your child’s needs to improve the support we offer. 





Assess


If your child is not making the expected level of progress, we will make an assessment to find out what strengths and difficulties your child has. We will ask for you and your child’s input, as well as getting help from external professionals where necessary. 





Plan


In discussion with you and your child, we will decide what outcomes we are hoping to achieve. We will make a plan of the support we will offer your child to help them meet those outcomes. We will make a record of this and share it with you and all relevant school staff.





Do


We will put our plan into practice. 


The class teacher, with the support of the SENCO, will be responsible for working with your child on a daily basis, and making sure the support we put in place is having the impact we intended.
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
