Values leaves for perseverance, self-belief, resilience and determination are given for the child in Y3/4 and in Y5/6 for the most growth (improvement). This is also highlighted in assembly and on the weekly newsletter.  Children can see on a programme their house, how many steps they have and love wearing the MOKI bands.
